A. GENERAL.

1. Befors any aircraft, as a type; is accepted for registration
in Australis the Dspartment of Civil Aviation must be satisfied
that it meels certain specified standards of siructural strength
and performancse, sulitable to the dutles on which it is to be
smployade, It must also conform to othsr spscifisd requirements
in rsgard Yo squipmsnt, crew and passstger accommodation and
restraint, crashworthiness, etces

20 Ths sgtandards are set to provide factors of safety cver the
conditions it is anticipated the alrcraft will encounter in
service but, as weight iz a prime congideration in ths design
of aircraft, the factors are necessarily smaller than thosge
uged in general snginsering practics. Thus, elthough an aircraft
type will not bs approved and accepted for registration unless
it meets the appropriats standards and is safe for the type of
work it is to perform; it will not remain safe unlsseg those
standards ars prassrved throughout its operatiomal life, There
is not much margin for deterdoration befors safety will be
substantially affecteda

3o In no field of aviation activity is this more true than in
agricultural operationse Operations at high weights, from
short fields and at low altitudes over difficult terrain demands
the best of which both the pilet and machine are capabls. The
conditions under which the aircraft must operate tend to

accelerate deterioration from wear, weathering, and accidental
damagee

4e The preservation of the standards and safe condition of the
aircraft is the provinee of maintenance which, ideally, should
alwaye bs carried out by an appropristsly licensed aircraft
maictenance enginser. Howsver; in many instances agricultural
operations are conducted in areas remote from the services

of an Lo.A.M.E, and it falls upon the pilot to carry cub certain
inspections and detect damage and defects before the trouble
becomes hazardous.

5¢ In order tc carry out such work, the pilot must obtain
by examinationy & Certificate of Maintenance Approval which
will specifly the inspections he is approved to perferm and
